Transfer Agreement Signed wit China

OSU and one of the most prestigious uni-
versities in China have signed an agreement
that’s expected to lead to new options for
students who wish to study in China.

The agreement, signed Nov. 4 by OSU
Provost Marlene Strathe and Yanjun Qiu
of Southwest Jiaotong University, could
result in the development of a program at
the William Spears School of Business that
would enable Chinese students to transfer
to Stillwater and complete a bachelor’s de-
gree at OSU. In addition, it could enhance

Chinese language instruction at OSU and
offer a student exchange for OSU students
to study in China while paying OSU tuition
and fees.

Contact between SWJTU and OSU
was initiated in March 2007 when Vice
President for Student Affairs Lee Bird was
invited to visit Sichuan Province to make a
presentation on American Student Affairs.
She was accompanied by Tim Huff and
Vivian Wang. OSU personnel visited a
second time in spring 2008.

OSU Selected as Finalist for Best Practices Award

OSU has been selected as one of five
finalists for the Southern Association of
College and University Business Officers
Best Practices Award for its energy conser-
vation program.
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Four significant construction projects are
underway at the OSU Institute of Technol-
ogy. A new Rural Health Science Center
is framed with poured flooring; two new
storage buildings, when finished, will house
valuable technical equipment for the High
Voltage Technologies and Natural Gas
Compression Technologies programs; and
the first step has been taken to launch the
Campus Landscaping project to create an
inviting Pedestrian Mall project between
the Grady Clack Student Services Cen-
ter, the Library and the Student Union.

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“This is an outstanding honor,” said
David Bosserman, OSU vice president
for administration and finance. “To be
recognized by SACUBO indicates that our
efforts are not going unnoticed nation-
ally. I commend all those working on the
energy program, as well as employees and
students who are doing their part to reduce
OSU energy costs.”

OSU’s energy effort is being imple-
mented in alliance with Energy Education,
a national conservation company that has
helped clients save more than $1.5 billion.
The people-oriented initiative requires no
capital investment and is not only self-
funding from the start, but preserves funds
for educational purposes.

Following system-wide implementa-
tion, the program is achieving up to 25
percent savings and is on target to reach
an expected $22 million net savings over
seven years. OSU is currently outpacing
projected net savings by 45 percent, with
results from January to September of this
year achieving $2.8 million gross savings.

OSU is a finalist in the “People-Oriented
Energy Conservation” category. OSU will
showecase its program at the SACUBO
annual meeting in April 2009, where the
grand winner will be announced.

OSU-Tulsa Offers Tuition

Assistance Program

OSU-Tulsa unveiled a new tuition assis-
tance program on Nov. 20 to help students
and their families with tuition expenses
during the current economic downturn.

The “OSU-Tulsa Cowboy Commitment”
offers a $650 tuition waiver for the spring
semester to eligible students transferring
to OSU-Tulsa from any college or univer-
sity throughout Oklahoma. Based on their
grade point average, students can earn the
waiver for up to three semesters.

“When visiting with students and their
parents, we find they are worrying about
the current economic situation and how to
pay for college,” said OSU-Tulsa Presi-
dent Gary Trennepohl. “There’s no better
investment that you can make in your
future than earning a college degree. We
understand that times are tough, so OSU-
Tulsa wants to help.”

To be eligible, incoming transfer stu-
dents must enroll in a minimum of six
credit hours per semester at OSU-Tulsa.
Students who transfer with a 3.5 GPA and
above will receive a $650 waiver each
semester for three semesters. Students
transferring with a GPA between a 3.0
and 3.49 will receive a $650 waiver per
semester for two semesters, and students
transferring with a GPA between 2.5 and
2.9 are eligible for one $650 waiver.

“We believe in our graduates and are
committed to both their education and
the impact they’ll make on our state’s
economy and workforce. This scholarship
program is a smart investment for every-
one involved,” Trennepohl said.

EPSCoR Receives New
Funding from NSF, OSRHE

The Oklahoma Experimental Program to
Stimulate Competitive Research (EPSCoR)
received $20 million in new funding from
the National Science Foundation and the
Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Educa-
tion.

The combined $4 million in annual sup-
port is renewable for five years and enables
Oklahoma EPSCoR to support research
under its new theme, “Building Oklahoma’s
Leadership Role in Cellulosic Bioenergy.”

The funding supports a collaborative
project led by Ray Huhnke, director of the
Biobased Products and Energy Center at
OSU; Lance Lobban, director of the School
of Chemical, Biological and Materials En-
gineering at OU; and Kirankumar Mysore,
associate professor at the Samuel Roberts
Noble Research Foundation.

Researchers will explore molecular
mechanisms and tools for biomass develop-
ment, the molecular basis and mechanisms

underlying efficient microbial conversion of

biomass to liquid fuels, and new catalytic/
thermochemical conversion processes of
cellulosic biomass.

Jim Wicksted is principal investigator and
Oklahoma EPSCoR associate director, and
co-principal investigator is Frank Waxman,
Oklahoma EPSCoR Program state director.

Pickens Gives New Gift to Complete Stadium

T. Boone Pickens, noted oil and gas
industry leader and philanthropist, has
contributed an additional $63 million to
OSU for the completion of the university’s
football stadium and its west end zone.

“With Boone’s support and the con-
tinuing involvement of other donors, we
are able to continue working toward the

completion of our stadium project,” said
Mike Holder, OSU vice president for
athletics. “It is our number one priority,
and we will finish that before moving
onto other athletic initiatives, including an
indoor practice facility and other aspects
of our athletic village.”

NSF Funds Two Programs at OSU

OSU will receive more than $3 million
in funding from the National Defense
Authorization Act of Fiscal Year 2009 and
the National Defense Appropriations Act,
which were signed into law by President
Bush in October.

Of the total amount, $1.2 million will
go to the Center for Telecommunications
and Network Security and the National
Repository of Digital Forensic Intelligence
program, and $2 million is earmarked
for the Aging Systems Sustainment and
Enabling Technologies program.

The National Repository of Digital
Forensic Intelligence program at OSU
is a Web-based product developed by a
partnership with the Defense Cyber Crime
Center, which houses the largest accred-
ited forensic computer lab in the world.

ProCure Treatment Centers, Inc. and
OSU are collaborating to help shape the
future of cancer treatment.

Funded by ProCure, the initiative will
allow OSU students to gain hands-on
training at the ProCure Proton Therapy
Center in Oklahoma City, now under con-
struction. The technology, now available
at only five U.S. centers, will give OSU an
opportunity to address the critical nation-
wide shortage of medical physicists.

ProCure will provide annual OSU schol-
arships to help develop a fully accredited
medical physics program for undergradu-
ates and graduate students, internships at
the center in Oklahoma City and use of the
center’s equipment for research.

“At OSU, we work hard to challenge our
students, provide them with unique pro-
grams and arm them with the best tools for
success,” said OSU President Burns Har-
gis. “This partnership with ProCure fulfills
all three goals. We’re proud of the fact that
in the future, lives of cancer patients could
possibly be saved by OSU students.”

The OSU Foundation has received
$225,000 from Novartis Animal Health,
and OSU will become the National Center
for Veterinary Parasitology’s first industry
partner.

This partnership will help NCVP’s mis-
sion to further advances in controlling para-
sitic diseases of animals through integrated
programs of applied graduate and residency
training, targeted research initiatives, and a

diagnostic and consulting service that serves

the veterinary profession worldwide.

OSU’s NCVP will be a national resource
for diagnostic testing and will help fill a
great need for clinically oriented veterinary
parasitologists who can meet current and
future demands of the industry.

As a founding partner, Novartis will offer
the program financial support, help guide
and develop the NCVP as a member of its
advisory board, and interact with graduate
students and residents in training.

The Switzerland-based Novartis research-
es, develops and commercializes leading
animal treatments that meet the needs of
pet owners, farmers and veterinarians. The
global company operates in more than 40
countries and employs about 2,700 people
worldwide. Through donations and grants,
the company has given more than $500,000
to OSU.

Novartis’ $225,000 commitment will help
make the center operational by provid-
ing support for laboratory renovations and
related start-up costs. Renovations for the
center are scheduled to begin in 2009, with
graduate studies starting in 2010.
