OSU-Tulsa’s Helmerich Advanced Tecﬁnology Research Center

OSU-Tulsa Helmerich ATRC Dedicated

OSU officials and community lead-
ers gathered Nov. 29 to dedicate OSU-
Tulsa’s Helmerich Advanced Technology
Research Center, a $43 million research
facility that is expected to boost Tulsa’s
economy by creating jobs and attracting
industries to the area.

OSU-Tulsa President Gary Trennepohl,
Rep. John Sullivan and Tulsa County
Commissioner Randi Miller joined other
area legislators and dignitaries in the
atrium of the Helmerich ATRC for the
dedication and ribbon-cutting ceremony.

The Helmerich ATRC was made pos-
sible through Tulsa County’s Vision 2025
initiative, the State’s 2005 higher educa-
tion bond issue and Walter and Peggy
Helmerich of Tulsa.

Susan Neal, director of community
development and education for the city of
Tulsa, declared it “OSU-Tulsa Day” on
behalf of Mayor Kathy Taylor.

The 123,000-square-foot research
center includes specialized laboratories,
clean rooms, an imaging suite, advanced
information technology equipment, faculty
offices and two high-tech seminar rooms.

Research in the Helmerich ATRC will
focus on advanced materials, bio-based
technologies, energy technologies and
information and control technologies.

Trennepohl said the center will stimu-
late economic development for Tulsa and
northeastern Oklahoma, resulting in col-
laborations with area businesses and the
creation of new jobs.

Veterinary Surgeons Deliver Zoo Cubs

OSU Center for Veterinary Health
Sciences veterinarians recently assisted
on two occasions with the birth of
African lion cubs at the Oklahoma City
Zoo.

On Nov. 4, small animal surgeons
Jude Bordelon, Kristy Broaddus and
Brent Newcomb were summoned by
zoo officials to help Tia, a first-time
mother lion, deliver her cubs. Tia was
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anesthetized, on the table and ready for
them, Broaddus said. “All we had to do
was drape in and perform the surgery,
which is very similar to a dog or cat C-
section.”

As soon as Bordelon and Broaddus
delivered the cubs, they handed them
off to a team of zoo animal caretakers,
veterinary staff and curators.

“They would dry the cubs, suction
their airways and make sure they were
breathing,” Broaddus said. “They also
wanted to keep them warm much the
same as you would any newborn.” Two
of the four cubs survived.

On Nov. 6, Bordelon, Newcomb and
Zach Ricker returned to the zoo to
perform a C-section on Bridget, also a
first-time mom, as she gave birth to three
cubs, two of which survived.

All cubs were able to eat the same
nights they were born and are being
bottle-fed and hand-raised since they
were not born naturally and risk being
rejected by their mothers.

Architecture Building
Renovation Begins

Three 16-foot banners were dropped
from the front of the Architecture Building
on Oct. 30 to signify the official start of
the renovation and expansion of the build-
ing, now called the Donald W. Reynolds
School of Architecture Building.

The majority of the $16 million project
is funded through a $14.8 million gift from
the Donald W. Reynolds Foundation.

The project will build two wings on the
existing building, dedicated in 1920 as
the new Armory-Gymnasium, creating a
total of more than 70,000 square feet for
classrooms, studios, faculty office space
and the Cunningham Architecture Library,
in addition to a gallery that will open up to
a partially enclosed courtyard, according
to Randy Seitsinger, architecture professor
and head.

The project is expected to be completed
by summer 2009.

The $12.5 million project, funded by the
Oklahoma Legislature, will include a new
alkaline tissue digester and BL 3 labora-
tory space to handle serious infectious
agents if the situation warrants.

The expanded facility will make it pos-
sible for the OADDL to remain a member
of the National Animal Health Laboratory
Network system, which allows it to handle
certain laboratory tests for Oklahomans
that would otherwise be sent out of state.

Grady W. Clack Student Success Center

OSU-Okmulgee Dedicates Clack Center

The recently renovated OSU-Okmulgee
Grady W. Clack Student Success Center,
named after a long-time university educa-
tor, was officially dedicated on Nov 29.

The center brings all student service
operations under one roof, empowering
staff to maintain their focus on assisting
each visitor efficiently and completely.

Murray Hall to House
A&S Departments

A 64-square-foot banner unveiled inside
Murray Hall on Nov. 14 commemorated
the start of renovations to the former OSU
residence hall. The $23.8 million project
will convert the building into the home for
six departments within the OSU College
of Arts and Sciences.

The Oklahoma Higher Education Capital
Bond Program is funding $8.8 million of
the project, which will create a new home
for the departments of geography, history,
philosophy and religious studies, politi-
cal science, sociology and communication
science disorders. The Psychology Depart-
ment is already housed in North Murray.

The four-story building is being gutted so
new mechanical and electrical systems can
be redesigned and installed. In addition
to classrooms, computer laboratories and
interactive/lounge space will be a 146-seat
lecture hall. It is expected to be completed
in spring 2009.

OSU High in Rankings

Lish Works in Montana
With Golden Eagles

Jim Lish, physiological sciences as-
sistant professor, spent four days at the
Raptorview Research Institute in Lincoln,
Mont., where he collaborated on research
projects involving wild Golden Eagles.

He is comparing wing loading, which is
the ratio between weight and wing surface
area, between ages and sexes in Golden
Eagles. He was able to help capture three
migrant Golden Eagles.

Raptorview is studying lead levels in
Golden Eagles, tracking migrants with
satellite telemetry, using stable hydrogen
isotopes to identify natal areas, and taking
a whole suite of morphometric informa-
tion in an attempt to develop a method to
sex Golden Eagles in the field.
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Rise School of Stillwater Open House special
guests included Sen. Mike Morgan, Okla-
homa Lt. Gov. Jari Askins, Mary and Mya
Gonzales and Rep.Lee Denney. The women
of Gamma Phi Beta also presented a check
for $8,000 to the school.

Funded by an extra $821,000 appro-
priation from the Oklahoma Legislature,
OSU’s Oklahoma Fire Service Training
has started a new outreach initiative to
provide no-cost training to first responders
at locations throughout the state.

The Environmental Science Graduate
Program recently celebrated 30 years as
the oldest and largest interdisciplinary
program at OSU and one of the oldest in
the nation. It was began in response to the
environmental movement, federal envi-
ronmental regulation, graduate students
interested in an environmental degree, and
environmental research centers established
at OSU between 1965 and 1967.

The “Halligan Hall of Scholars,” dedicated
Nov. 2 in the OSU Student Union, officially
designated the area to recognize the 21 ma-
jor national and international awards won
by students during the decade of Jim and
Ann Halligan’s service to OSU. A plaque de-
scribing the hall and high points of the Halli-
gan era at OSU was unveiled and placed at
the hall entrance.

Jeff Edwards, plant and soil sciences as-
sistant professor and Cooperative Exten-
sion small grains specialist, received the
2007 American Society of Agronomy-
Crop Science Society of America-Soil
Science Society of America Early Career
Professional Award in November to recog-
nize his “outstanding contributions to crop
science through national and international
service, education and research.”

Science teachers and approximately 150
students representing 15 schools across
Oklahoma took part in “A Celebration of
Science Learning” on Nov. 14 at OSU.

W.W. Allen Scholar and Enrichment Program Announced

The OSU Foundation announced a land-
mark gift from 1959 mechanical engineer-
ing alumnus W. Wayne Allen of Houston
that will create the W.W. Allen Scholars
Program - the premier undergraduate
engineering scholarship and enrichment
program in the nation.

The program will accelerate the intellec-
tual development of engineering graduates
destined to become leaders of innovation
and giants of industry. Students will be
nationally recruited and selected based
on extraordinary intellectual success and
leadership development while in high
school and on their potential to make sig-
nificant contributions to their professions.

Scholars will receive undergraduate
scholarships and will engage in national
and international travel, leadership and

professional development, and will have
an opportunity to pursue a one-year post-
graduate educational opportunity abroad.
Allen, a former CEO of Phillips Pe-
troleum Co., decided to fund the new
program after observing the high impact
of the College of Engineering, Architec-
ture and Technology Scholars Program

Frank Morsani, trade and industrial edu-

This gift, one of the largest planned
gifts the college has ever received, will
establish the Frank Morsani Distinguished
Chair in Education to be held by the dean
of the college, and the Frank Morsani
Distinguished Chair of Excellence in
Ethical Leadership, which will coordinate
a university-wide initiative on ethics in
leadership. A portion of the gift from the
Morsani Foundation will be eligible for a
match from the Oklahoma State Regents
for Higher Education, potentially bringing
the total gift amount to $9 million.
