   The OSU YouTube site has drawn more 
than 11,500 views in its first few weeks, 
and each time a new video is posted the 
number of subscribers to the site increases.   
   The YouTube site allows the university 
to reach people outside the OSU com-
munity and introduce them to the many 
exciting things happening at the school.

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   Two Spears School of Business distance 
learning programs, the Master of Science 
in Telecommunications Management 
and Master of Management in Informa-
tion Systems, were ranked in the Top 10 
nationally and designated a “Best Buy” by 
GetEducated.com for combining quality 
and affordability.  
   GetEducated.com is a consumer watch-
dog and advocacy group that rates, ranks, 
and verifies the cost, quality and cred-
ibility of online colleges and universities. 
A “Best Buy” designation from GetEdu-
cated.com indicates a program has been 
reviewed and judged to offer a high-qual-
ity distance master’s degree to a national 
audience at tuition rates well below the 
national average. 
   This ranking is based on a review of 
127 competing options nationwide in the 
regionally accredited university classes.  

 
  A recent delegation from the Panama 
Banking Industry visited OSU Institute 
of Technology to experience educational 
opportunities available, as well as to see 
the quality of life future students arriving 
in Oklahoma would experience. 
   The bank provides approximately 90 
percent of the funding for student loans in 
the country of Panama.

Company, students from Panama will be 
afforded an opportunity to learn English 
language by immersion into the culture.

   Tulsa-based ONEOK, Inc. has given a 
$1 million gift that will create OSU-Tulsa’s 
first endowed chair in finance. 
   Once fully matched dollar-for-dollar by 
the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher 
Education and T. Boone Pickens’ chair 
match commitment, the gift will provide 
OSU-Tulsa $4 million in endowed funds.
   “It gives us tremendous pride to know 
that our investment will help OSU attract 
and retain a faculty of the highest qual-
ity and reputation, producing graduates of 
exceptional ability who will help Oklahoma 
companies like ONEOK meet the energy 
challenges that lie ahead for our country,” 
said ONEOK CEO John Gibson.  
     “ONEOK is providing a valuable re-
source by establishing permanent funding 
to attract and retain world-class faculty 
to OSU-Tulsa,” said OSU President Gary 
Trennepohl. “The ONEOK Chair in Fi-
nance will enhance the learning experience 
of Tulsa’s business students, making them 
valuable contributors to our economy.”
   To take full advantage of the state’s dol-
lar-for-dollar match and make the most 
significant impact on OSU academics, 
ONEOK made the gift prior to the July 1 
change in the state’s endowed chair match-
ing program. This gift is part of the $68 
million in endowed faculty gifts OSU an-
nounced this summer.
   The gift’s impact will be leveraged by 
Pickens’ historic $100 million academic 
donation on May 21. Pickens’ donation was 
used to match other donor gifts to faculty 
chairs and professorships in the area of 
the donor’s choice. As a result, the donors’ 
original gifts will quadruple once matched 
by the state.

   The Faculty Council for the College of 
Arts and Sciences at Oklahoma State Uni-
versity hosted a grand opening celebration 
of its faculty resource center on Sept. 25. 
   The 2,660-square-foot center brings 
together the offices of development, fiscal 
affairs and research support services.
   “The center creates one integrated opera-
tion that provides essential support to our 
faculty,” said Dean Peter M.A. Sherwood. 
“The center will make operations more effi-
cient, as well as provide a more welcoming 
and user-friendly facility to our faculty.”
   The center is on the second floor of Life 
Sciences East and employs 15 employees 
and three student workers. In addition to 
professional offices for each staff member, 
the facility includes two conference rooms 
with  full teleconferencing capabilities in 
the larger room. 
   The renovation of student and faculty 
offices in Life Sciences East was conducted 
in three phases. The first phase renovated 
classroom space; the second created a stu-
dent success center that opened in January

   NRS pairs undergraduates with a gradu-
ate student mentor and a faculty sponsor 
who oversee each scholar’s work.  
   The program is not intended to provide 
faculty members with assistants, but to 
provide students with a valuable educa-
tional experience not available to most 
undergraduates. Scholars commit to work-
ing in the lab for two semesters and two 
months during the summer, and receive 
a $2,000 stipend for both fall and spring 
semesters and a $4,000 stipend during the 
summer.

Veterinary Medicine
Celebrates 60 Years

   OSU rural health has joined Drumright, 
Cleveland and Holdenville hospitals in a 
pilot program to implement a $2.2 million 
five-year Heath Information Technology 
grant from the U.S. Department of Health 
and Human Services Administration 
Health Resources and Services Adminis-
tration.   
   OSU leads the pilot program, which 
includes facilities in 16 states. The grant 
allows the three critical-care hospitals to 
connect to a Tulsa facility associated with 
OSU to transmit medical records between 
medical facilities. 
   Jason Bray, OSU-CHS chief medical 
informatics officer, discussed benefits of 
implementing the grant at a recent confer-
ence of the Rural Health Association of 
Oklahoma. 
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Warrior, a 7-year old mixed breed horse, 
was the first horse placed on the CVS’s new 
large animal table built for the GE four-slice 
CT scanner. Under anesthesia, he was guid-
ed through the digital CT scanner. Using the 
digital images, veterinarians determined the 
cause of a large jugular aneurysm that had 
resulted in swelling of Warrior’s face.
